Popis kurzu

Kurz Internetové odkazy pro vyuku francouzstiny je urcen pro Uplné zacatecniky az po ty
nejpokrocilejsi; fadu cennych podnétd pro své vlastni studium zde najdou i vyucujici: jak pro
vyuku, tak pro vlastni vzdélavani. Kurzu lze vyuzit jak pii sebevzdélavani tak ve vyucovani.
Struktura kurzu odpovida riiznym aspektiim vyuky ciziho jazyka: v zdsad€ jsou rozliSeny ctyfi
¢innosti (,,slySet”, ,,mluvit®, ,,psat”, ,,Cist). Jednotlivé kapitoly jsou zaméfeny na oblasti, jez
souviseji s vyukou kazdého ciziho jazyka (fonetika, morfologie, syntax, sloh; lexikum,
civilizace — v€etné vSech jejich aspekti, jako je kultura, véda, d€jiny, ekonomie, uméni aj.).
Kazd4 kapitola kurzu ma v podtitulu svij internetovy odkaz, jenz z4jemci umozni poznat
tematickou §ifi, v niz se 1ze pohybovat. Poté nasleduji metodické pokyny pro zaky (metodika
neni zadnym ,,dogmatem® — Zak si z nabizenych ¢innosti vybere tu, jez bude odpovidat jeho
studijnim zamérim (obtiznost témat je na urovni Al, A2, B1, B2, ale i C1, C2). S nejvyssi
urovni se zaci setkaji predevSim v tématu Cislo 5 (védecké ptrednéasky), v tématu €. 6
(francouzské historické slovniky), v tématu ¢. 9 (film, texty, média, mezikulturni vztahy).
Testy v zavéru jsou urCeny pro zacatecniky.

Vzdélavaci cile

Francouzsky jazyk je vramci SVP pojiman jako ,dalsi cizi jazyk”. Vyjimdme formuli
z Rdmcového vzdélavaciho programu. Tuto formulaci povazujeme za hlavni vzdélavaci cil:

74k ma dostacujici vyjadfovaci prosttedky a odpovidajici slovni zasobu k tomu, aby se
domluvil a vyjadfoval, 1 kdyZ s ur€itou mirou zavahani. Disponuje dostate¢nymi opisnymi
jazykovymi prostiedky v ramci tematickych okruhi, jako jsou rodina, koni¢ky a zajmy, prace,
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cestovani a aktualni udalosti. Zak komunikuje p¥iméfené spravné ve znamych kontextech,
vSeobecn¢ ovladd gramatiku dobre, ackoli vliv matefského jazyka je postfehnutelny.
Pfiméfené¢ spravné pouziva zadsobu béznych gramatickych prostiedkii a vzorcti v ramci snadno
dopousti zavaznych chyb. Zak pouziva §irokou kalu jazykovych funkci a v jejich ramci
reaguje. Vyuziva nejbéznéjsi vyjadrovaci prostredky neutralniho funkéniho stylu.*

Strategie vyuky

Vlastné by se ani o zadné ,,strategii* nem¢lo mluvit — a to z toho divodu, ze kurz nema
linearni, monotematicky charakter. Zalezi na vyucujicich 1 na Zacich, které téma a ktera
¢innost se v dané fazi vyuky (¢i sebevzdélavani) ukazi jako pottebné. Bylo by totiz hrubym
nedorozuménim povazovat internetové odkazy za vyhradni vyukovy material. Naopak! Jde o
alternativni aktivity, jez ale také maji svllj vyznamny aspekt motivacni. Z obsahu kurzu Ize
zcela svobodné vybirat to téma, jeZ souvisi s vyukou probiranou ve Skole.

Doporuceny postup

* U vSech témat lze zjistit jejich zaméfeni dle zakladniho internetového odkazu, jenz
umozni vytvofit si obraz o $ifi vSech aktivit. Tento odkaz je umistén hned pod titulem
daného tématu.

* Aktivity v kazdém tématu zacinaji ,,Uvedenim do tématu®. Doporucujeme, pted tim,
nez zaneme s prisluSnymi aktivitami, seznamit se s timto ,,Uvedenim do tématu®.
V ,,Uvedeni* jsou obsaZeny pokyny, jeZ jsou urceny pro Zaky.

* Autor kurzu je pfesvédcen, Ze ucitel umi dobie zvazit, které z aktivit jsou vhodné
v dané konkrétni situaci vzhledem ke konkrétnim studijnim potfebam.

* Ucitel se urcité¢ nenechd omezovat internetovym prostfedim v tom smyslu, ze by pfi
vyucovaci hodiné pouze plnil ukoly, jez jsou v danych cvicenich pozadovany. Od
ucitele se ocekava tvlr¢i pristup: jenz souvisi predev§im z uplatnéni téch metod, jez
odpovidaji stylu vyuky toho kterého ucitele (naptiklad prace s obrazem, s médii,
s kreslenymi seridly aj.).

* Doporucujeme vracet se k tématiim pro zacatecniky, a to i s pokrocilejsimi zaky (tyka
se predevsim cviceni fonetickych, poslechovych).

* Pisnicky pro malé déti nejsou v kurzu zastoupeny ndhodné: vyuka cizimu jazyku
neobsahuje pouze aspekt kognitivni, nybrz i vyznamny aspekt citovy.

Course Description

The Internet links for learning French course is designed for complete beginners to the most
advanced, and even teachers will find many valuable ideas for their own work here. The
course comes of use to student and teacher, both for self-education and in class.

The course structure corresponds to the various aspects of teaching a foreign language: there
are basically four activities ("hearing," "speaking", "writing", "reading"). Individual chapters
are focused on areas that relate to teaching any foreign language (phonetics, morphology,
syntax, style, vocabulary, civilization - including all of its aspects, such as culture, science,
history, economics, arts, etc.).

In each chapter there is a subtitle with the corresponding internet link. This will allow
interested parties to identify the thematic scope they can move in. Guidelines for children
(methodology is no "dogma" - of the proposed activities, students will select the one that will
match their study objectives (themes of difficulty level Al, A2, B1, B2, as well as C1, C2).
Students usually meet the highest level of the above mentioned in topics number 5 (scientific
lectures), No. 6 (French historical dictionaries), and No. 9 (film, text, media, intercultural
relations). The tests at the end are for beginners.

Educational goals

The SEP conceives the French language as "secondary-level foreign language". We consider
the below mentioned formula, which was quoted from the Framework of Educational
Programmes, to be the main educational goal:

"Education in secondary foreign language aims to achieve level B1 of the Common European
Framework for Languages, which can be characterized as follows:

Pupils have sufficient means of expression and appropriate vocabulary to make arrangements
and express themselves, although with some hesitation. They dispose of sufficient descriptive
language resources within topics such as family, hobbies and interests, work, travel, and
current events. Pupils communicate reasonably well in familiar contexts; generally control the
grammar well, although the influence of the mother tongue is perceptible. They appropriately
correctly use the stock of common grammar resources and patterns within easily predictable
situations. They make serious errors in terms of more complex thoughts or utterances in an

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unknown subject. They as well use a wide range of language functions and respond within.
They use the most common means of neutral functional style expression."

More details about teaching objectives: see Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages.

Teaching strategy

Actually it is not to speak about any "strategy" - and it is for the reason that the course is not
of a linear, monothematic nature. It depends on the teachers and pupils which topics and
which activities prove necessary at the stage of learning (or self-education). It would be a
gross misunderstanding if web links be considered as the sole teaching material. On the
contrary! These are alternative activities, which also have a significant motivational
aspect. The course content can be completely free to choose a topic that relates to matter
being discussed in school.

Recommended procedure

* The orientation of all topics can be determined according to the basic Internet link that
allows you to create a picture of the breadth of activities. This link is located right
under the title of the topic.

* Activities of each theme begin with putting the topic." We recommend learning more
about this “introduction to the topic” before we start appropriate activities." The
"Introduction" contains instructions that are designed for students.

* The author of the course is convinced that the teacher can do well to consider which of
the activities are appropriate in the particular situation in relation to specific learning
needs.

* The teacher will certainly not restrict him- or herself to the internet environment in the
sense that he or she would only perform tasks that are required in these exercises
during the lesson. The teacher is expected to be of creative approach, which is mainly
related to the application of those methods that match the given teacher’s style of work
(for example, work with images, media, comic strips, etc.).

* It is recommended to return to beginner topics with advanced students as well (this
concerns mainly phonetic exercises, listening).

* Basic conversational situations can be found especially in topics three, eight, and nine.

* Topics number four and nine contain listening and phonetic practice exercises.

* Theme five is designed for students who want to be educated in French.

* Songs for young children are not randomly represented in the course: teaching a
foreign language does not contain just a merely cognitive aspect, but also an important
emotional one.

* Once again, let us repeat the basic "learning strategy". It has two aspects. First, deepen
and strengthen the curriculum, second - and this latter aspect is perhaps even more
important - motivate. Motivate, motivate! It is just the web links that can perform this
task - thanks to their variety and diversity.

Timetable

The course is suitable for study at any stage (beginner to advanced). Therefore the timetable
can not be determined. It depends on specific needs in a particular situation.

» skills in XHTML (addressed in the previous study).
