Popis kurzu

Kurz je urcen k vyuziti v hodinach spolecenskovédniho seminafe (popi. mize doplnit ucivo
politologie v bézné vyuce). Je uréen stfedoskolskym zakim, vyucujicim i1 zdjemcim
o politologii (na zakladni Grovni).

Razeni vychazi z postupu od obecngjsiho ke konkrétngjsimu, nebot’ tento postup je vhodny
pro zpracovani odborné prace, kterd by méla byt kone¢nym vystupem tohoto kurzu, pokud
bude kurz tvofit podporu praci v seminafi.

Struktura jednotlivych kapitol je shodna. Na zacatku se nachézeji tkoly a testy k procviceni
uciva a uréeni miry jeho zvladnuti, nékteré dokonce zakladni ucivo dopliuji. Nésleduji
naméty pro praci v hoding. Kapitolu uzaviraji studijni materialy.

Cilem kurzu je poskytnuti doplinkového materialu k vyuce. Kurz poskytuje podporu praci
v hodinéch, tak moznost procvi¢ovani uciva pii domaci piipravé. Mze pomoci i k vytvofeni
spravnych navyka pfi odborné praci, k ¢emuz slouzi doprovodné tukoly, napt. vytvareni
slovnikil, hodnoceni jiz vypracovanych odbornych praci, nutnost prace s vétSim mnozstvim
materidlti vychazejicich z rozdilnych zdrojt.

Prvni kapitola je vénovdna seminarni praci. Vybéru regionu, formalni strance odbornych
praci, foru pro konzultovani problému pfi zpracovavani semindrni prace, moznosti vylepseni
kurzu tak, aby poskytoval lepsi podporu zaklim, formalni strance odbornych praci. Umisténi
tohoto tématu hned do uvodu kurzu piipomina seminaristim jejich tikol, ostatni zajemci jej
mohou preskocit a souvisle se v€novat nasledujicim kapitolam.

Ve druhé kapitole si Zaci procvic¢i znalosti z politologie — jeji vymezeni jako védniho oboru,
Clenéni na jednotlivé discipliny, vyznamné politology, jejich teorie a nejznaméjsi dila.
Odborné pojmy si nejen procvici, ale zaroven si na nich vyzkousi tvorbu slovnikového hesla
tak, aby odpovidalo zdméru (zde se jednd o rychlou orientaci v odborné problematice, tzn.
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nejedna se o nékolikastrankova hesla, lze ale vychazet pfi vymezovani pojmu z raznych
koncepci). Vybér slovnikovych hesel (minimalné 20), kterda se zak rozhodne zpracovat, by
mél vychézet z jeho semindrni prace (i zde bude muset vytvofit slovnik pouzitych pojmt, aby
prace byla jednoznac¢na a dobte pochopitelnd) a z pojmili doporucenych k vlozeni do slovniku.
Politikou se zabyva treti kapitola. Zamétuje se na vymezeni politiky, politiku jako povoléni,
na politické systémy jednotlivych zemi (dulezitych pro jejich charakteristiku v semindrni
praci), jejich komparaci.

Ve ctvrté kapitole si Zaci zopakuji vymezeni statu, jeho typy a formy, procvi¢i si pojmy
souvisejici s timto tématem. Dale navazuje pata kapitola doplnujici predeslou o problematiku
statni moci, jejiho rozdéleni a realizace. Cvi¢eni v této kapitole vychdzi 1z kapitol
predchazejicich, protoze k vytvoreni specialu skolniho ¢asopisu zaméieného na zemé, v nichz
se mluvi jazykem, ze kterého budou Zaci maturovat, jsou potfebné informace souvisejici s
tieti 1 Ctvrtou kapitolou. Tento kol je pojat meziptedmétove, Zaci vyuziji znalosti realii
jednotlivych zemi nabytych v hodindch daného jazyka a zemépisu, dale pak medialnich
dovednosti tak, aby z béznych ucebnicovych informaci dokézali vytvofit poutavy material.
Sesta kapitola vénovana pravnim zakladém statu navazuje svymi cvicenimi na kapitolu
druhou. Vede k pochopeni nutnosti vytvofeni pravidel pro fungovéani spolecnosti, jejich
presného vymezeni a n¢kdy i vynuceni jejich dodrzeni. Dale pak sleduji zéavislost téchto
pravidel na rtuznych podminkach (typu spolecnosti, jejiho rozvoje, kultury, pfirodnich,
geografickych podminkach, atd.). Kapitola je pro ilustraci doplnéna ukazkami nékolika tstav
(porovnani ustav jednotlivych zemi, porovnani tistav nasi zemé pro postizeni vyvojové linie).
Tématem sedmé kapitoly jsou ideologie, jejich hodnoty, ptedstavitelé, jejich mySlenky a
nejvyznamngj$i dila. Dilezitym tématem je zde i manipulace a propaganda. Cviceni jsou
zaméfena predevsim na ideologie 20. stoleti, které ovlivnily vyvoj v naSi zemi. V prvnim
ukolu je diraz kladen na rozbor prvkil autokracie, moznosti, a ptfedev§im nebezpeci jejiho
zneuziti. Tvorba mySlenkové mapy slouzi k nalezeni spolecnych znakl ideologii a jejich
utfidéni. Spravnost mapy ovéii Zaci zatfazenim dvou konkrétnich ideologii pfi hodiné. Zjisti
tim, zda mapa postihuje vSechny dulezité charakteristiky zadanych ideologii.

Participace obcéanii je ndmétem osmé kapitoly, kterd pojednava o volebnich systémech a
obCanské spole¢nosti. I toto téma Zaci zpracovavaji pomoci porovnani zemé& zvolené pro
seminarni praci a Ceské republiky (na jeji historii ukazuji zavislost volebniho systému na
konkrétnich politickych podminkach). Nasledujici kapitola (devata) se zabyva stranickymi
systémy, politickymi stranami, jejich volebnimi programy; zatazenim politickych stran do
rozli¢énych modeli politickych stran podle jejich zaméteni. Obsahuje i cviceni Zakladdme
politickou stranu, v niz si zaci vyzkousi tvorbu politického programu (volebniho —
dlouhodobé cile odpovidajici ideologickému zaméfeni strany a kratkodobé vychazejici z
momentalni politické situace), jeho propagace a ptijimani kompromisu pfi jeho prosazovani v
koalici, ¢i v parlamentu.

Posledni kapitola tvoii CasteCné protivahu kapitole sedmé (zaméfené do zna¢né miry na
autokracii). Desata kapitola se vénuje demokracii, jejimu vymezeni, rozdilnym nahlediim na
ni, podminkdm jejiho vzniku a udrzeni, vyhodnosti a vhodnosti demokratického systému.
Velky diraz je kladen na lidska prava.

Kurz je zaméten na individualizaci a osobnostni rozvoj. Dovednosti v ném ziskané budou mit
vyznam nejen pro budouci studenty politologie, ale i dalSich humanitnich obort.
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Vzdélavaci cile
Kurz rozsifuje ucivo zakladl politologie, ptiblizuje je pomoci tkoll a testi urcenych
predevsim k domaci ptipravé a cviceni vhodnych pro praci v hodindch, zaroven prohlubuje
dovednosti potiebné k praci s odbornymi texty, jedna se zvIaste o:
» ziskani znalosti z oboru politologie nad ramec bézného stiedoSkolského uciva aplikaci
obecnych znalosti na konkrétni region a ur€eni jeho politického a stranického systému
v kontextu dalSich zemi (Zak bude znat),
* komparace jednotlivych politickych a stranickych systémt, jejich zpracovani do
seminarni prace, jeji obhajoby a prezentace s respektovanim pravidel odborné préace
(zak bude umeét),
* respektovani zdroji, prace s nimi, jejich spravné citace pii tvorbé odborné prace
i prezentace, zhodnoceni jejich vhodnosti a pfiméfenosti k pozadované turovni
zpracovani (zék bude rozumét),

* rozbor politickych a stranickych systéml zvolenych zemi v kontextu historického
vyvoje, celosvétového politického vyvoje, ukotveni dané zem¢ v kulturnim
1 geografickém okruhu (zék bude analyzovat),

* zhodnoceni piinosu spoluzdkovy seminéarni prace, formy jejiho provedeni a obhajoby
pomoci oponentury - pracovni kompetence (zak bude rozhodovat),

* kooperace pii praci ve skupiné — utvareni spole¢ného stanoviska, jeho vhodného
formulovani, jeho obhajoby, zména stanoviska pifi ménicich se podminkach,
prosazovani stanoviska, vhodné rozdéleni roli pfi plnéni ukold, schopnost vzajemné
pomoci, spravné zhodnoceni svych schopnosti a jejich uziti ve prospéch celku,
vzajemny respekt a ocenéni dobré prace kolegii i oponentll - kompetence obcanské
a socialni (schopnost zakii spolupracovat),

* hodnoceni seminarni prace — svého pfinosu k danému tématu, spoluzakova piinosu,
obsahu i formy seminarni prace a jeji obhajoby, hodnoceni pfinosu kurzu; diskuse
k probiranym tématiim (zék bude hodnotit).

Strategie vyuky

Kurz je vyukovou osnovou pro dany piedmét a umoziiuje doplnéni chybéjiciho uciva
v piipadé zadkovych absenci. Zaroven je podporou k domacimu procvi¢ovani probraného
uciva, tomu slouzi testy, ukoly a doporucena literatura (stranky).

Cviceni jsou naopak urcena jako inspirace pro vyucujici k praktickému doplnéni hodiny.
Celkova koncepce je nasledujici: Zak si na zacatku kurzu vybere konkrétni zemi, s niZ bude v
pribéhu kurzu pracovat (pfi mensim poctu zakl v seminafi lze zadat celé regiony, napt. dle
civiliza¢nich okruhti odpovidajicich Huntingtonovu ¢lenéni, nebo dle kontinenti, coz by bylo
vhodné pro nachazeni spolecnych prvkli daného regionu, zde by vSak bylo vhodné rozdélit
vice Evropu, Asii 1 Afriku).

Uvodni seminat bude vénovan zékladnim instrukcim k volbé zemé &i regionu, pozadavkiim
na seminarni praci, jeji zpracovani, obhajobu, oponenturu. Zak@im musi byt od za¢atku jasné,
jak bude prace hodnocena. Vhodné je hned v tvodu stanovit, jakou mérou se bude na
vysledné klasifikaci podilet prace pii seminafi, ikoly vypracovavané v pribéhu kurzu, testy a
jiné provétovaci prace, zpracovani seminarni prace, jeji prezentace a obhajoba, zpracovani
oponentury, popf. dalsi kriteria (napf. zapojeni do spolecensky prospésnych aktivit).
K jednotlivym problémlim zpracovani odborné prace se budou Zici vracet pritbézné, jak
budou prochazet ucivem jednotlivych kapitol, pficemz se budou setkavat s rozliénymi
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uskalimi. Doporucuji zdiiraznit hned v Gvodu nutnost vlastniho ptfinosu dané problematice,
aby zéci nevytvorili ¢isté kompilacni praci.
Prvnim samostatnym ukolem bude prostudovani pravidel zpracovani odborné prace (byli
s nimi sice sezndmeni pii seminafi, ale vzhledem k velkému poctu pravidel je vhodné i dalsi
samostudium). Vybér odborné prace, na niz si ovéfi, zda dokazi odhalit klady 1 problematicka
mista prace, je vhodné nechat na Zacich, aby se vénovali tématu, které je zajima, nicméné lze
vymezit okruh praci (poskytnout konkrétni, které znate, abyste nemuseli prostudovat velké
mnozstvi dalSich praci).
Postup nasledujicich seminaii vychazi z fazeni jednotlivych kapitol kurzu. Probirané ucivo je
dopliiovano cvi¢enimi uvedenymi v jednotlivych kapitolach (zakladéni obce a statu, utvareni
pravidel jejich fungovani, zakladani nové strany a sestavovani jejiho volebniho programu,
tvorba Casopisu, prace s mySlenkovymi mapami) a rozSifovanim znalosti a dovednosti pro
tvorbu odborné prace (vytvareni slovnikovych hesel, formy komparace, hleddni moznosti
vlastniho pfinosu, prace s odkazy, struktura a forma odborné prace, vhodné formy prezentace,
obhajovani prace, tvorba oponentury, jeji forma, zhodnoceni kladt, formulace doporucenti).
Posledni dva seminafe (popf. tii, dle poCtu seminaristi) jsou veénovany obhajobam
seminarnich praci a jejich oponenturam.
Ptiprava v seminafich sméfuje k procviceni jiz nabytych znalosti, jejich rozsifeni, dale
k prohloubeni dovednosti a navyki diilezitych pro odbornou praci.
Kurz je tedy pouhou podporou k témto ¢innostem. Hlavni diraz je logicky kladen na praci
v semindfi. Zde jsou Zzaci sezndmeni s pravidly odborné prace, pii seminafi museji
kooperovat, koordinovat svou ¢innost, formulovat myslenky, vhodné komunikovat, obhajovat
své ndzory, vytvaret vlastni definice pojmt na zaklad¢ znalosti problematiky, hodnotit vhodné
vystoupeni sva i svych spoluzaki, tak aby vedla k rozvoji znalosti a dovednosti. Pfedev§im
v semindii jsou vedeni k vnimani kontextu politiky jednotlivych zemi. Déle jsou Zzaci
pfipravovani na praci s vice zdroji, aby se v budoucnu pii odborné praci snazili ziskat co
nejvice odbornych materiala z rozli¢nych pramend.

Doporuceny postup
P implementaci kurzu do vyuky je doporuc¢eno dostatecné naplanovat nasledujici body:

Social Science Seminar (ZSV - the basics of social sciences)

Year
Third to fourth school year, compulsory seminar (4th year - Political Science)

Course Description

This course is designed for use in the social sciences seminar hours (or may supplement the
regular curriculum of political science teaching). It is intended for secondary school pupils,
teachers and those interested in political science (basic level).

Sorting is based on the procedure from general to more concrete, since this procedure is
suitable for processing professional work that should be the ultimate outcome of this course, if
the course will generate support for the work in the seminary.

The structure of the chapters is the same. At the beginning there are tasks and tests to practise
curriculum and determine the extent of mastering them, as well as some basic curriculum
supplement. Following are suggestions for work in lessons. Study materials conclude the
chapter.

The course objective is to provide supplementary material for teaching. This course provides
support for the work in hours and the possibility of practising at home. It can also help create
the right habits in professional work, which is supported by tasks such as creating
dictionaries, evaluation of developed specialized work, the need to work with larger amounts
of materials derived from different sources.

The first chapter is devoted to the seminar work. The selection of the region, formal aspects
of scientific studies, consulting forum for problems in processing seminar work, course
options and enhancements to provide better support for pupils, formally, the expert
works. The location of this topic right at the start of the course reminds the seminarians of
their task. Other interested parties may skip it and continuously address the following
chapters.

In the second chapter, students practise their knowledge of political science - its definition as
a science, division into disciplines, important political scientists, their theories and best-
known works. Students not only excercise technical terms, but while they try to create a
password dictionary to match the project (here a quick orientation in the technical issues is
meant, ie. no multipage passwords, but they can be based on defining the notion of different
concepts). The selection of dictionary passwords (a minimum of twenty) which the pupil
decides to process should be based on his or her essay (and even there will they need to create
a dictionary of terms, so that the work is clear and well understood) and concepts
recommended for inclusion in the dictionary.
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The third chapter deals with policy. It focuses on defining policy, politics as a profession, the
political systems of each country (important for their characterization in seminar work), and
their comparison.

In the fourth chapter, students repeat the definition of the state, its types and forms, practise
their concepts related to this topic. Furthermore, the additional fifth chapter builds on the
previous issue of state power, its distribution and implementation. The exercises in this
chapter come from the preceding chapters, since the creation of a special academic journal
focusing on countries where the language is spoken, from which students will graduate,
requires the necessary information related to the third and fourth chapter. This task is
conceived curricular. Students will use knowledge of the realities of each country acquired in
lessons of language and geography, as well as media skills, so as to create engaging study
material based on information of current textbooks.

The sixth chapter deals with the legal principles of the state. In its exercises it follows up to
the second chapter. It leads to understanding the need to create rules for the functioning of
society, their precise definition, and sometimes to forcing their compliance. Furthermore, it
shows the dependence of these rules on different conditions (type of society, its development,
culture, natural and geographic conditions, etc.). For illustration, the chapter is supplemented
with examples of constitutions (comparing constitutions of various countries, comparing our
state constitution in time course to draw its developmental line).

The theme of the seventh chapter is ideologies, their values, leaders, their ideas and most
important works. An important issue here is manipulation and propaganda. The exercises are
focused on ideologies of the 20th century which influenced the development of our
country. The first task is to focus on the analysis of elements of autocracy, options, and in
particular the danger of abuse. Creating mind maps is used to find common elements of
ideologies and organize them. Pupils will verify the accuracy of the maps in the lesson by
means of including two specific ideologies within. Thus they will find out whether the map
covers all important characteristics of the given ideology.

Participation of citizens is the subject of the eighth chapter, which deals with electoral
systems and civil society. Students again handle this issue by comparing the pupils of the
country chosen for the seminar paper and the Czech Republic (they make use of its history to
show the dependence of the electoral system on specific political conditions). The following,
ninth chapter deals with party systems, political parties, their electoral programs, as well as
inclusion of political parties in various models of political parties according to their
orientation. It also contains the exercise Establishing of a Political Party, in which pupils try
creating political agenda (electorial - long-term objectives corresponding to the ideological
orientation of a party and short-term ones based on the current political situation), promoting
the programme and acceptance of compromise in its enforcement in the coalition, or in
Parliament.

The last chapter is partially counterbalancing the seventh, which is focusing largely on
autocracy. The tenth chapter is devoted to democracy, its definition, different thumbnails on
it, the conditions of its creation and retention, profitability and suitability of the democratic
system. Great emphasis is placed on human rights.

The course focuses on individualisation and personal development. Skills gained in it will be
important for future students of not only political science, but other humanities as well.
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Educational goals

The course extends the fundamentals of political science curriculum, approaching them with
tasks and tests designed primarily for home preparation and exercises suitable for work in
class, while deepening the skills needed to work with specialized texts, it is particularly on:

* acquisition of knowledge in the field of politics beyond the normal high school
curriculum applications of general knowledge to a specific region and determination
of its political and party system in the context of other countries (student will know)

* comparison of individual and political party systems and their processing into a term
paper, its presentation of the defense and respecting the rules of professional work
(student will be able to),

» respecting the resources, work with them, their proper citations in the creation and
presentation of professional work, assess their suitability and appropriateness to the
required level of treatment (student will understand),

* analysis of political party systems and selected countries in the context of historical
development, global political developments, anchor the country in the cultural and
geographic range (student will analyze)

* Assessing the benefits of a peer’s essay, forms of assesment execution and defense by
adversary - working skills (student will decide)

* cooperation in group work - forming a common position, the proper formulation, its
defense, changing opinions in the changing conditions, promotion views, appropriate
division of roles in the tasks, the ability of mutual assistance, proper assessment of
their capabilities and their use for the benefit of the whole, mutual respect and
appreciation of good work colleagues and opponents - civic and social competence
(the ability of students to work)

* cvaluation of the essay - its contribution to the subject, peer’s benefits, content and
form of seminar work and its defense, evaluating the benefits of the course, talk to the
topics discussed (student will assess).

Teaching strategy

The course is an outline for teaching the subject and provides the missing curriculum for
mastering it in case of absence. At the same time it serves as support for home practice of the
curriculum, it serves tests, assignments and recommended reading (pages).

The exercises are in contrast intended as inspiration for teachers to supplement the practical
lessons.

The overall concept is the following: the pupil at the start of the course will select a specific
country, which he or she will work with in the course (with a smaller number of students in
the seminar, entire regions can be entered, such as Huntington's civilizations respective
divisions, or according to continents, which would be appropriate for finding common
elements in the region. There it would be appropriate to divide Europe, Asia and Africa
more).

The introductory seminar lesson will be devoted to basic instructions on how to select the
country or region, the requirements for seminar work, its processing, defense, opponency. It
must be clear to the pupils from the outset how the work will be assessed. At the very
beginning it is suitable to determine how much the tasks drawn up during the course will
participate in the final classification of work in the seminar, e.g. tests and other audit work,
essay processing, its presentation and defense, adversarial process, eventually other criteria
(eg, engaging in socially beneficial activities). Individual problems processing professional
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work with pupils will be returning regularly as they go through the curriculum of each
chapter, and will meet with various pitfalls. It is recommended at the very beginning to
emphasize the need for the issue to have its own benefit, otherwise pupils could create a mere
compilation work.

The first task will be to study the separate processing rules of professional work (although
they were acquainted with them during the seminar, but self-study is more suitable due to the
large number of rules). At selection of professional work, where you check whether they can
reveal the strengths and problem areas of work, it is advisable to let the pupils take up a topic
that interests them, but you can define the range of work (give a specific task, you know, you
do not have to study a large amount of other work).

The following seminars are based on the arrangement of individual chapters of the course.
Discussed curriculum is supplemented by exercises listed in the individual chapters (the
establishment of community and state, the formation of rules of operation, establishing a new
party and its electoral program compilation, creation of the magazine, working with thought
maps) and expanding the knowledge and skills for creating professional work (creating
dictionary passwords , forms of comparison, the search for students’ own benefit options,
work with links, structure and form of professional work, suitable forms of presentation,
advocacy work, creating adversarial, its form, strengths assessment, formulation of
recommendations).

The last two seminars (or three, according to the number of seminarians) are devoted to
advocacy of seminar papers and peer reviews.

Preparation of seminars is aimed at practising already acquired knowledge, their distribution,
to further deepen the skills and habits essential for professional work.

The course is just intended to support these activities. Major emphasis is placed logically to
work in the seminary. Here students are familiar with the rules of professional work, in the
seminar they must cooperate, coordinate their activities, formulate ideas, communicate
appropriately, advocating their views, create their own definitions based on knowledge of the
issue, properly evaluate their performance and that of their classmates, so that their work
leads to the development of knowledge and skills. It is especially in the seminar that they are
led to the perception of the policy context of each country. In addition, students are prepared
to work with more resources to the future professional work when trying to get the most
professional materials from different sources.

Recommended procedure

In the implementation of a course of instruction it is recommended to adequately plan the
following points:

* input information used for the correct processing of seminar work, learning the rules
of assessment, classification rules resulting in the seminar,

* schedule: essay submission (to teacher and opponent), transfer of opponent's appraisal
(to teacher and author of the work), the layout defenses to individual workshops so
that the same student in one day did not defend well and did not oppose (the exception
can be taken into account in long-term absence of the pupil)

* ordering the study of materials prior to direct teaching in order to ensure a basic
orientation in the context

* it is important to support students in finding new connections, creating theories and
their evidence, while not just data supporting the theory will be preferred, as facts
speaking against it can also lead to its specification, deepening, alteration,
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* In consultation of seminar papers consider the scope of issues discussed in class in
order to dismantle the topics beneficial to most students (parsing of details in the
consultation hours after school, or in the forum)

* involving students in discussions (bringing new perspectives, finding gaps, providing
examples, training ideas and defending their own survey results); discussion must be
beneficial, rational, not subject pulp. Therefore, it has its goal to be set and a summary
always carried out, a formulation of the results of a discussion usually reveals its real
contribution

* when evaluating the presentation, see to level of information, accuracy, the presenter’s
understanding of the issues and his or her ability to pass this understanding on their
own, design of the professional discussion, way of presenting, appropriateness of
resources and correctness of their citations, formal aspect of the work; it is
appropriate to set evaluation rules in advance, thus saving time required for
assessment of the presentation in favour of a topic-related discussion.

Timetable

The study in the range expects a time period of 3 months (depending on the time allocation
for seminars). The course can also be used as a teaching outline and is recommended to be
used in every lesson. In this case it is appropriate to give each chapter a timetable.
The course may also complement civic education hours in the second year (in which case you
can rather make use of its informative and testing components, eventually exercises).

Expected input knowledge, skills, student-to-student demands in order
to complete the course
These requirements are based on knowledge obtained from both the foundations of sociology:

knowledge of basics in political science, basic professional terms (in the range of curriculum-
ZSV sociology in the second year),

» skill of placing bibliographic citations, correct references to the source, basic
orientation when searching for appropriate resources (here, it is recommended to
repeat the basic rules of searching at the beginning of the course through searching
deficiencies in specific scientific literature),

* Ability to work on the Internet, user knowledge of Internet browsers, including
download, upload functions,

* The skill to work in different operating systems (Windows, Linux - addressed in the
previous study),

* Ability to work in an office software (rich-text editor, spreadsheet, presentation
software to produce, the ability to navigate through the office software formats)

* Ability to work with Portable Document Format (PDF)
*  Work skills in graphic programs (free choice).

Software equipment necessary to organize the e-learning project at
school
The course was created in the Moodle environment, its use requires:
* network-accessible server running Moodle installation, local or remote,
* access data created (users, roles).
