Popis kurzu

Kurz je urcen k vyuziti v hodinach spolecenskovédniho seminafe (popi. mize doplnit ucivo
sociologie v b&zné vyuce). Razeni vychazi z postupu v knize Odmaturuj ze ZSV s drobnymi
prekryvy témat, posledni kapitola rozsifuje u¢ivo o nastin oborovych sociologii. Cilem je
procviceni latky jiz probrané v nizsich ro¢nicich, jeji rozsiteni a piiprava k odborné prezentaci
teorii vybranych sociologl. K vytvofeni spravnych navykt pifi odborné praci slouzi
doprovodné ukoly, napt. vytvareni slovnikli. Kurz poskytuje jak podporu k préaci v hodinach,
tak moznost procvicovani uciva pii domaci ptiprave.

V prvni kapitole jsou uvedeny podminky (doporucené) ke klasifikaci ve ¢tvrtleti, v némz bude
kurz vyuzivan, nebot’ je jen jednou slozkou probirané latky spoleCenskovédniho seminafe. V
této kapitole se Zaci rozhodnou pro sociologa, jehoZ teorii se budou vice vénovat:

* prostuduji ji,

» zafadi do dobového kontextu,

» vyhledaji, zda byla v riznych obdobich rozlicné vykladéana,

* porovnaji s dal§imi teoriemi (dané doby, stejného sméru, odlisné koncepce),

* vytvofi prezentaci, v niZ seznami seminaristy s vysledky své dosavadni prace,
* nakonec projdou procedurou obhajovani vlastni prace pfed kolegy seminaristy,
* provedou oponenturu prezentace jiné¢ho zaka,

* odborné terminy pouzivané¢ danym sociologem vlozi do slovniku v pfiméfeném
rozsahu tak, aby byl slovnik dostacujici pro zékladni orientaci v oboru,

» pro piehlednost zpracuji teorii sociologa jako slovnikové heslo,
* spolecné vypracuji ptehledovou tabulku prezentovanych sociologl a jejich teorii.
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Dale mohou Zaci v prvni kapitole navrhovat vylepSeni kurzu, aby jim byl vice ndpomocen k
jejich praci. Tato moznost je poskytovana hned v tivodni kapitole, aby si zaci byli védomi této
moznosti od zacatku kurzu a méli ji na o€ich, kdykoli do kurzu vstupuji.

Ve druhé kapitole si zaci zopakuji vyvoj sociologie, jeji metody a nejvyznamngéjsi
predstavitele. Pfipomenou si paradigmati¢nost oboru a rozdily mezi psychologii a sociologii.
Kapitola vénovana kultufe je zaméfend predevSim na cviceni a rozliSeni etnocentrismu
a kulturniho relativismu. I kapitola vénovanéd na socializaci je doplnéna vEtSim mnozstvim
cvi¢eni vhodnych do vyuky. Jednim ze stézejnich pojmid jsou socidlni utvary, v nichz
k socializaci dochazi. Socidlni zména je tématem paté kapitoly. Zaroveil je zde umistén
souhrnny opakovaci test u¢iva z Odmaturuj ze ZSV, protoze nasledujici kapitola obsahuje
nastin dvou specidlnich oborti sociologie, sociologii ndbozenstvi a politické sociologii. Na
konci Sesté kapitoly jsou umistény zajimavé odkazy.

Kurz je zaméten na individualizaci a osobnostni rozvoj. Dovednosti v ném ziskané budou mit
vyznam nejen pro budouci studenty sociologie, ale i dalSich humanitnich obort.

Vzdélavaci cile
Kurz rozsifuje uivo zakladu sociologie, piiblizuje je pomoci cviceni vhodnych k realizaci v
hodinach, zarovein prohlubuje dovednosti potfebné k praci s odbornymi texty, jedna se zvlaste
o:
» ziskani znalosti o sociologii nad ramec bézného stiedoskolského uciva zaméfenim na
paradigmati¢nost a jednotlivé predstavitele oboru (zak bude znat),

* interpretace mySlenek konkrétniho sociologa, vyhleddni kontextu s dobou jejich
vzniku, uziti vEétSstho mnozstvi zdrojii, jejich porovnani, aplikace jeho teorie na
soucasné spolecenské déni, systematizace zjiSténych skutecnosti a provedenych analyz
do prezentace, obhajoba prace (zak bude umét),

* respektovani zdroji, prace snimi, jejich spravné citace pii tvorb& prezentace,
zhodnoceni jejich vhodnosti a pfiméfenosti k pozadované Grovni zpracovani (zék bude
rozumeét),

* vliv dobového kontextu na konkrétni teorii, srovnavdni se souCasnymi teoriemi,
zdivodnéni myslenkového posunu zménou spolecnosti a prohloubenim znalosti
v oboru - kompetence k feseni problému (zak bude analyzovat),

* zhodnoceni piinosu spoluzdkovy prezentace a formy jejtho provedeni pomoci
oponentury - pracovni kompetence (zak bude rozhodovat),

* vytvofeni piehledové tabulky pro srovndni jednotlivych sociologl zaloZzené na
prezentacich (zde je nutna dohoda jiz pted zacatkem piipravy prezentaci, aby vSechny
prezentace obsahovaly srovnatelné udaje); cviceni vedouci k pochopeni vyhodnosti
kooperace oproti konfliktu na konkrétnich ptikladech, pii kooperaci kladeni dirazu na
utvafeni spolecného stanoviska, jeho vhodného formulovéani, zména stanoviska pfi
meénicich se podminkach, prosazovéani stanoviska, vhodné rozdéleni roli pfi plnéni
ukold, schopnost vzajemné pomoci, spravné zhodnoceni svych schopnosti a jejich
uziti ve prospéch celku; vzajemny respekt a ocenéni dobré prace kolegli i oponent;
ptijeti kritiky jako pomoci ke zdokonaleni prace, vystupovani, doplnéni informaci pro
vytvofeni nazoru na danou problematiku - kompetence obcanské a socialni (schopnost
zakl spolupracovat),

* hodnoceni:

- ptinosu zvoleného sociologa,
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- svého pfinosu k danému tématu,
- spoluzékova piinosu,
- hodnoceni pfinosu kurzu; diskuse k probiranym tématiim (zak bude hodnotit).

Strategie vyuky

Kurz je vyukovou osnovou pro dany piedmét a umoziiuje doplnéni chybéjiciho uciva
v piipad¢ absenci. Zaroven je podporou k domacimu procvicovani probraného uciva, tomu
slouzi testy, tkoly a doporucena literatura (stranky). Cviceni jsou naopak urcena jako
inspirace pro vyucujici k praktickému doplnéni hodiny.

Celkova koncepce je nésledujici: zak si na zacatku kurzu vybere konkrétniho sociologa a jeho
sociologickou teorii, s niz bude v priibéhu kurzu pracovat.

Uvodni seminai bude vénovan zékladnim instrukcim ke studiu vybrané teorie, k dobovému
kontextu, vhodnosti riiznych zdroji, k poZzadavkiim na prezentaci a k formé odkazii. Zaroven
jsou zaci informovani, Ze budou po skoneni vSech prezentaci vytvaiet srovnavaci tabulku
vsech prezentovanych teorii, z cehoz vyplyva nutnost domluvit se na zakladnich bodech, které
bude obsahovat kazdd prezentace. Museji promyslet dulezita kritéria pro systematizaci
jednotlivych teorii. Mohou diskutovat v hodinach i pifi doméci piipravé pomoci fora.
Kazdopadné by k dohod¢ méli dojit pfed zaCatkem piipravy prvni prezentace.

Postup dalSich semindit vychazi z fazeni jednotlivych kapitol kurzu. Probirané ucivo je
doplilovano prezentacemi zakt o jejich zvoleném sociologovi, jeho teorii, dobé jejiho vzniku
a mife rozvoje oboru v dané dob&. Zaci mohou vyzvat spoluzaky ke spolupréci pii prezentaci,
k hledéani dalsich ptikladd uvedenych skute¢nosti, ptipadné i takovych, které teorii vyvraceji.
Zde se zam¢tuji na miru mozného zobecnéni, na platnost v ramci jedné kultury. Po skonceni
prezentace probéhne diskuse, kterou si moderuji (formou anglické diskuse) prezentujici Zaci.
Nasledné zhodnoti svou praci i své vystoupeni. Pak vystoupi zék, ktery mél za kol provést
oponenturu. Spoluzaci vyzvednou pozitiva, poté doporuci prezentujicimu mozna vylepsSeni.
Oponent zpracuje zpravu o obsahu prezentace, jeji formé& a zplisobu obhajoby, nazornosti,
pochopitelnosti, vhodnosti zdroji, pouzitelnosti k zpracovani pirehledné tabulky, uvede i
hodnoceni provedené spoluzéky, utvoti zavér. Pisemnou formu odevzda.

Po projiti témat zaci spolecné vytvoii prehledovou tabulku a vypracuji k ni komentar
usnadnujici orientaci v tabulce a vysvétlujici zdkladni souvislosti. Posledni dva seminaie jsou
vénovany systematizaci poznatkli, shrnuti nabytych znalosti a dovednosti, zformulovani
moznosti dal§iho rozvoje vhodného pro dalsi studium.

Piiprava v semindfich sméfuje k procvi¢eni jiz nabytych znalosti, jejich rozSifeni, dale
k prohloubeni dovednosti a navykt dilezitych pro odbornou praci.

Kurz je tedy pouhou podporou k témto ¢innostem. Hlavni diraz je logicky kladen na préci
v seminaii. Zde jsou zaci seznameni s pravidly odborné prace, pfi seminafi museji
kooperovat, koordinovat svou ¢innost, formulovat myslenky, vhodn¢ komunikovat, obhajovat
své nadzory, vytvaret vlastni definice pojmti na zaklad¢ znalosti problematiky, hodnotit vhodné
vystoupeni sva 1 svych spoluzéki, tak aby vedla k rozvoji znalosti a dovednosti. Pfedev§im
v seminaii jsou vedeni k vnimani dobového kontextu jednotlivych teorii, aby pii studiu
dalSich spolecenskovédnich oborli vychazeli z tohoto kontextu. Déle jsou pfipravovani na
praci s vice zdroji, aby se v budoucnu pti odborné praci snazili ziskat co nejvice odbornych
materiald z rozlicnych prament.
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Doporucéeny postup
Pti implementaci kurzu do vyuky je doporuc¢eno dostatecné naplanovat nasledujici body:

* vstupni informace slouzici k spravnému zpracovani prezentace, seznameni s pravidly
jejiho hodnoceni, vysvétleni zadani spole¢né seminarni prace tak, aby se zaci mohli
predem domluvit na jeji formé&, rozdé€lit si role, 1 zde je vhodné zaky piedem seznamit
s pravidly hodnoceni,

e Casovy harmonogram prezentaci, aby odpovidaly probirané latce, s ohledem na
mimofadné situace (nemoc zdka, akce skoly ...),

* pribéznou kontrolu porozuméni zadanym ukollim a studijnim materialiim,

* zadavani pfislusnych studijnich materiald pted pfimou vyukou k prostudovani, aby
byla zajisténa zakladni orientace v dobovém kontextu pro rozbor myslenek
a naslednou diskusi,

» dalezitd je podpora zakti v nachdzeni novych souvislosti, utvafeni teorii, jejich
dokazovani, pficemz nebudou upiednostiiovana data teorii podporujici, 1 fakta mluvici
proti ni mohou vést k jejimu uptesnéni, prohloubeni, zméné,

* pii pfipravé prezentace zvazit, které z tkold zpracovavat ve Skole (vzhledem k mozZné
okamzité konzultaci) a které ponechat samostatné piipravé mimo Skolu (vyzaduje
nerusenou praci),

* zapojovani zakd do diskusi (vnaseni novych hla pohledu, vyhleddvani nedostatk,
poskytovani ptiklad, nacvik obhajovéani vlastnich mySlenek a vysledkl Setfeni),
diskuse musi byt pfinosna, raciondlni, nesmi téma rozmélnit, proto ma byt stanoven
jeji cil a vzdy provedeno shrnuti, zformulovanim vysledki diskuse obvykle vyjde
najevo jeji skutecny pfinos,

* pifi hodnoceni prezentace dbat na informacni uroven, piesnost, porozumeéni
prezentujiciho dané problematice a jeho schopnost toto porozuméni predat, na vlastni
pfinos, na provedeni odborné diskuse, zpiisob prezentace, vhodnost zdroji a na
korektnost jejich citaci, na formalni strdnku préce; proto je vhodné pravidla hodnoceni
predem stanovit, tim se uSetii ¢as urCeny hodnoceni nalezitosti prezentaci ve prospéch
diskuse k tématu.

Casovy harmonogram

Na studium v daném rozsahu se pfedpoklada doba 3 mésicti (podle casové dotace seminaie).
Kurz je mozné pouzit zaroven jako osnovu vyuky a doporucuje se jej vyuzivat v kazdé
hodin€. V takovém ptipadé je vhodné dat jednotlivym kapitolam ¢asovy harmonogram.

Kurz mtize byt i doplitkem hodin ZSV v druhém ro¢niku (v tom ptipadé lze pouzit spise jeho
testovaci a informacni slozky, popft. cviceni).

Subject

Social Science Seminar (SES - the basics of social sciences)

Year
Third - 4 school year, compulsory optional course (2nd year — Sociology)

Course Description
This course is designed for use in the social science seminar lessons (or may supplement the
regular curriculum of sociology teaching). Ordering procedure is based on the book
“Odmaturuj ze ZSV” with small overlapping topics, the latest chapter extends the curriculum
outline of professional sociology. The aim is to practise the curriculum that has already been
memorized in the lower grades, its expansion and preparation for professional presentation of
selected theories of sociologists. To create the right habits in the training work there are
supporting tasks such as creating dictionaries. The course provides both support to work in
hours and the possibility of practising the curriculum during home preparation.
The first chapter sets out the conditions (recommended) for classification in the quarter in
which the rate will be used, since it is only one component of the social sciences subject
matter of the seminar. In this chapter, students opt for a sociologist whose theory they will
dedicate more attention to:

e study it,

* include it in the contemporary context,

» seek, whether it was variously interpreted at different times,

* compare it with other theories (of the time, the same direction, different concepts),

* create a presentation in which they make other seminarians familiar with the results of

their previous work,
* Finally, go through the procedure of defending their own work in front of fellow
seminarians,
* write opponency to another pupil’s presentation

* insert technical terms used by the sociologist into the dictionary in a reasonable range
so that the vocabulary be sufficient for basic orientation in the field,

* process the theory of the sociologist as a dictionary password to ensure clarity
» jointly develop an overview table of the presented sociologists and their theories.

Furthermore, pupils may use the first chapter to mention suggestions for improvements of the
course in order to make it more helpful to them in their work.

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In the second chapter, students repeat the development of sociology, its methods and the
most important representatives in the field. They will remember the paradigm-like nature of
this subject and the differences between psychology and sociology. The chapter on culture is
primarily focused on training the distinction of ethnocentrism and cultural relativism. Even
the chapter on socialization is supplemented with plenty of exercise appropriate to the
teaching. One of the key concepts is social formations, in which socialization occurs. Social
change is the fifth chapter. At the same time, there is a comprehensive test of repetition of the
“Odmaturuj ze ZSV” subject matter. The next chapter contains an outline of two special fields
of sociology, sociology of religion and political sociology. At the end of the sixth chapter
there is a list of interesting links.

The course focuses on individualisation and personal development. Skills gained in it will be
important for future students of not only sociology, but of other humanities as well.

Educational goals

The course extends the fundamentals of sociology curriculum, approaching them with
exercises suitable for implementation in hours, while deepening the skills needed to work
with specialized texts, it is particularly on:

* acquisition of sociology knowledge beyond the normal high school curriculum
focusing on paradigm and representatives in the field (student will know)

* interpretation of a particular sociologist’s ideas, finding the context of the time of their
creation, use of multiple sources, comparing them, application of the theory to
contemporary social life, systematization of the findings and analysis in the
presentation, defense of the seminary work (student will be able to),

* respecting the resources, work with them, quoting them correctly when creating a
presentation, assessing their suitability and appropriateness to the required level of
treatment (student will understand)

* impact on the specific context of contemporary theory, comparison with current
theories, the justification of intellectual shift change and deepening of knowledge in
the field - the competence to solve problems (student will analyze)

» assessing the benefits of a classmate’s presentation and forms of its implementation
using adversary - working skill (student will decide)

* a summary table for comparison of individual sociologists based presentations
( agreement is necessary before the start of the preparation of presentations so that all
the presentations contain comparable data), exercise leading to understanding the
advantages of cooperation over conflict in specific instances, cooperation with
emphasis on the formation of a common position , the proper formulation, opinions
change with changing conditions, promotion views, appropriate division of roles in the
tasks, the ability of mutual assistance, proper assessment of their capabilities and their
use for the benefit of the whole, mutual respect and appreciation of colleagues’ and
opponents’ good work, acceptance of critics as help to improve the work, behavior,
adding information to form an opinion on the issue - civil and social competence (the
ability of students to collaborate)

* Evaluation of:

* The contribution of a selected sociologist
* Student’s own contribution to the topic,

e (Classmate’s benefits

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* Evaluation of the course contribution rate; discussion on the taught topics
(student will assess).

Teaching strategy

The course is an outline for teaching the subject and provides the missing subject matter in the
case of absence. At the same time it serves as support for home practice of the curriculum, it
serves tests, assignments and recommended reading (pages). The exercises are in contrast
intended as a source of inspiration for teachers to supplement the practical lessons.

The overall concept is the following: at the start of the course the pupil selects a particular
sociologist and sociological theory, with which he or she will work in the course.

The introductory seminar lesson will be devoted to the study of basic instructions selected
theories of the period; context, the suitability of different sources, the requirements for
presentation and form links. At the same time students are informed that are after all the
presentations they will create a comparative table of all the presented theory, implying the
need to agree on basic points which each presentation will contain. They think of important
criteria for systematization of theories. They discuss the lessons and home preparation using
the forum. Anyway, the agreement should take place before the first presentation preparation.

Further seminars follow thee arrangement of individual chapters of the course. Discussed
curriculum is supplemented by presentations by students about their chosen sociologist, his or
her theory, the time of its occurrence and degree of development of the field at any given
time. Students can invite classmates to collaborate in the presentation, search for other
examples of the mentioned facts, or even those that refute the theory. Here we focus on
possible rate of generalization, the validity within a culture. After the presentation there will
be a discussion moderated (in the form of English Talk) by the presenting students. Then
students will self-evaluate their work and their performance. Then the child who was
supposed to opponency will have a speach. Classmates pick up positives and recommend
possible improvements to the presenter. The opponent processes a report on the presented
content, its form and method of defense, clarity, comprehensibility, appropriateness of
resources used for processing the summary table, gives an evaluation by peers, and forms a
conclusion. He will hand in the written form of the report.

After going through topics students create a scoreboard together, with a commentary
facilitating orientation in the table and explaining the context. The last two workshops are
devoted to systematising knowledge and summarizing the acquired knowledge and skills in
order to formulate options for further development suitable for further study.

Preparation of seminars is aimed at practising already acquired knowledge, their distribution,
as well as further deepening of skills and habits essential for professional work.

The course is just intended to support these activities. Major emphasis is logically placed to
work in the seminary. Here students are made familiar with the rules of professional work,
they must cooperate in the seminar, coordinate their activities, formulate ideas, communicate
appropriately, advocate their views, create their own definitions based on knowledge of the
issue, properly evaluate their performance and that of their classmates, so that the latter lead
to the development of their knowledge and skills. Especially in the seminar they are
encouraged to perceive the context of contemporary theories so as to later base the study of
other social sciences on it. Furthermore, they are prepared to work with more resources,
which will teach them trying to get the most professional materials from various resources in
their future professional work.
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Recommended procedure

In the implementation of a course of instruction it is recommended to adequately plan the
following points:

* input information used for the correct processing of the presentation, familiarization
with the rules of evaluation, a common explanation entering seminary work so that
pupils can agree in advance on the form, divide the roles, even at this point is it
essential that students should be made familiar with the rules of evaluation in advance

* Schedule of presentations to match the substance discussed with regard to emergency
situations (pupil’s illness, school events ...),

* Ongoing monitoring of tasks and study materials comprehension

* ordering the study materials prior to direct teaching in order to ensure a basic orientation
in the contemporary context for the analysis of ideas and subsequent discussion,

* it is important to support students in finding new connections, creating theories and their
evidence, while not only data supporting the theory be preferred, as even facts
speaking against it can lead to its specification, deepening, alteration,

* When preparing a presentation to consider which of the tasks to handle at school (due to
possible immediate consultation) and leave separated for training outside school
(requires uninterrupted work)

* involving students in discussions (bringing new perspectives, finding gaps, providing
examples, practising defence of their own ideas and results of the investigation), the
discussion must be beneficial, rational, not subject pulp, therefore, its goal has to be
set and a summary always carried out, the formulation of the results of a discussion
usually shows its real contribution.

* when evaluating the presentation, see to level of information, accuracy, the presenter’s
understanding of the issues and his or her ability to pass this understanding on their
own, design of the professional discussion, way of presenting, appropriateness of
resources and correctness of their citations, formal aspect of the work; it is
appropriate to set evaluation rules in advance, thus saving time required for
assessment of the presentation in favour of a topic-related discussion.

Timetable

The study in the range expects a time period of 3 months (depending on the time allocation
for seminars). The course can also be used as a teaching outline and is recommended to be
used in every lesson. In this case it is appropriate to give each chapter a timetable.
The course may also complement civic education hours in the second year (in which case you
can rather make use of its informative and testing components, eventually exercises).

Expected input knowledge, skills, student-to-student demands in order
to complete the course

These requirements are based on knowledge obtained from both the foundations of sociology
and the practical skills that are part of the current teaching of Computer Science in schools:

* basic knowledge of sociology, basic professional terms (in the range of curriculum-ZSV
sociology in the second year),

» skill of placing bibliographic citations, correct references to the source, basic orientation
when searching for appropriate resources (here, it is recommended to repeat the basic
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rules of searching at the beginning of the course through searching deficiencies in
specific scientific literature),

Ability to work on the Internet, user knowledge of Internet browsers, including
download, upload functions,

The skill to work in different operating systems (Windows, Linux - addressed in the
previous study),
