Popis kurzu
Kurz je urcen k vyuziti v hodinach spolecenskovédniho seminafe (popi. mize doplnit ucivo
zakladl prava v bézné vyuce). Neklade si za cil systematizovat pravni historii. Jedna se spise
o nahlédnuti do d¢&jin predevSim evropského prava. Nicméné je fazen chronologicky
suritymi piesahy jednotlivych kapitol. Cilem je spiSe pfiprava k odborné praci
s historickymi zdroji prava. Kurz poskytuje jak podporu k praci v hodinach, tak moznost
procvicovani uciva pti domaci piiprave.
Uvod informuje o zékladni myslence kurzu a podminkach k (doporu¢ené) klasifikaci ve
¢tvrtleti, v némz bude vyuZzivan, nebot’ je jen doplitkem probirané pravnické latky seminare.
V prvni kapitole se Zaci rozhodnou pro pravni upravu, které se budou v nésledujicim obdobi
vice vénovat:
* prostuduji ji,
» zafadi do dobového kontextu,
* vyhledaji, zda byla v riznych obdobich rozlicné vykladéana,
* porovnaji ji se souasnymi pravnimi Gpravami,
* vytvori prezentaci, v niz sezndmi seminaristy s vysledky své dosavadni prace,
* zpracuji seminarni praci, ve které se zaméii detailnéji na jeden aspekt svého pravniho
aktu — daraz je kladen na osobitost pojeti, na pfinos prace,
* nasledné provedou oponenturu seminarni prace jiné¢ho zéka,
» nakonec projdou procedurou obhajovani vlastni prace pied kolegy seminaristy;
* odborné terminy pouzivané v textu jimi zpracovavané pravni normy, ¢i nutné k jeji
specifikaci zatadi do slovniku v pifiméfeném rozsahu tak, aby byl slovnik dostacujici
pro praci oponenta.
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Déle mohou zaci v prvni kapitole navrhovat vylepSeni kurzu, aby jim byl vice napomocen k
jejich praci. Tato moznost je poskytovana hned v Givodni kapitole, aby si zaci byli védomi této
moznosti od zacatku kurzu a méli ji na ocich, kdykoli do kurzu vstupuji.

V druhé kapitole si Zaci zopakuji znalosti z druhého ro¢niku o velkych pravnich systémech a
seznami se s tvorbou slovnikovych hesel tak, aby mohli do slovniku vlozit alespoii deset
odbornych pojmil potfebnych k praci na jimi rozebirané pravni Gprave.

Treti a ctvrtd kapitola jsou vénovany starovékému a stfedovékému pravu a praci s jejich
pravnimi normami. Ur¢itym pojitkem téchto kapitol je mira ovlivnéni fimskym pravem.

Pata kapitola je nahlédnutim do historie prava nékterych evropskych stat. Jedna se o staty,
jejichz pravni vyvoj ovlivnil 1 dal§i zemé, a je tak mySlenkovym pramenem soucasnych
pravnich uprav.

Nasledujici kapitoly jsou vénovany chronologickym exkurzim do ceskych statopravnich
déjin. Opét je kladen diraz na praci s konkrétnimi pravnimi upravami. Jejich ovlivnéni
politickou situaci, mocenskymi snahami. StéZejnim tématem je Ustavni vyvoj. Zaci se maji
zaméfit na srovnavani jednotlivych tstav a na vysvétleni rozdili vzhledem k dobovému
kontextu. Posledni kapitola se vénuje 1 mimoevropskym pravnim déjinam.

Kurz je zaméten na individualizaci a osobnostni rozvoj. Dovednosti v ném ziskané budou mit
vyznam nejen pro budouci studenty prav, ale i dalSich humanitnich obort.

Vzdélavaci cile

Kurz rozsitfuje ucivo zakladl prava o historicky aspekt a prohlubuje dovednosti potiebné
k praci s odbornymi texty, jedna se zvIasteé o:

» ziskéani znalosti o vyvoji prava od jeho poc¢atkli do soucasnosti, doplnéné konkrétnimi
pravnimi upravami — na zakladni Grovni (zak bude znat),

* interpretace pravni Upravy v kontextu doby jejiho vzniku, systematizace zjiSténych
skutecnosti a provedenych analyz do ro¢nikové prace, obhajoba svého nazoru,
obhajoba své prace (zak bude umét),

* respektovani zdrojii, prace snimi, jejich spravné citace jako soucast prace
s konkrétnimi pravnimi Upravami a pii zpracovavani prezentace a seminarni prace
(z4k bude rozumét),

* vliv dobového kontextu na znéni pravniho aktu a jeho dopady na spolecenskou situaci,

. srovnavani dobovych pravnich tprav se soucasnymi - kompetence k feseni
problému (zak bude analyzovat),

* zhodnoceni piinosu spoluzdkovy seminarni prace a formy jejiho provedeni pomoci
oponentury (zpracovani posudku oponenta a oponentury pii obhajob€) - pracovni
kompetence (zak bude rozhodovat),

* cviceni vedouci k pochopeni vyhodnosti kooperace oproti konfliktu na konkrétnich
prikladech; utvareni spolecného stanoviska, vhodnost jeho formulace a zplsobu
prosazovani; rozdéleni roli odpovidajici schopnostem jednotlivych zakt tak, aby bylo
co nejvyhodnéjsi pro uspech celku; vzajemny respekt, ptijeti kritiky jako pomoci ke
zdokonaleni préce; vystupovani, doplnéni informaci k vytvofeni ndzoru na danou
problematiku - kompetence obcanské a socialni (schopnost zakl spolupracovat);

* hodnoceni pfinosu pravni normy pfi jeji prezentaci a obhajobé seminarni préce,
hodnoceni svého ptfinosu k danému tématu, hodnoceni spoluzédkova piinosu,
hodnoceni ptinosu kurzu; diskuse k probiranym tématim (Zak bude hodnotit).

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Strategie vyuky

Kurz je vyukovou osnovou pro dany prfedmét a umoziiuje doplnéni chybéjiciho uciva
v ptipadé¢ zZakovy absence pii seminafi. Zaroven je podporou k domacimu procvi¢ovani
probraného uciva, tomu slouzi testy, ukoly a doporucena literatura (stranky). Cviceni jsou
naopak ur¢ena jako inspirace pro vyucujici k praktickému doplnéni hodiny.

Celkova koncepce je nasledujici: zak si na zacatku kurzu vybere konkrétni pravni akt, s nimz
bude v priib&hu kurzu na zakladé informaci ziskanych pii seminafich pracovat. Uvodni
seminaf bude vénovan zakladnim instrukcim ke studiu vybrané normy, k dobovému kontextu,
k pozadavkiim na prezentaci a k form& odkazl. Zaroven je proveden vzorovy rozbor pravni
normy.

Postup dalSich semindit vychazi z fazeni jednotlivych kapitol kurzu. Probirané ucivo je
doplnovano prezentacemi zaki k jejich zvolené pravni normé, ktera spada do dané¢ho obdobi.
Z4ci mohou vyzvat spoluzaky ke spolupraci pfi prezentaci. Po skondeni prezentace prob&hne
diskuse, kterou si moderuje (formou anglické diskuse) prezentujici zak. Nasledné zhodnoti
svou praci 1 své vystoupeni. Spoluzaci vyzvednou pozitiva, poté doporu¢i prezentujicimu
moznd vylepSeni. Po projiti témat zaci odevzdaji seminarni praci vyucujicimu a ur¢enému
oponentovi. Ten zpracuje oponenturu.

Posledni dva seminéie jsou vénovany obhajobam seminarnich praci. Zaci jsou rozdéleni do
dvou skupin. Jedna obhajuje a druhd oponuje. Ve stejném dni zdk nemulze obhajovat i
oponovat.

Ptiprava v semindfich smétfuje k procviceni riznych zpiisob prace s historickou pravni
normou. Kurz je tedy pouhou podporou k t€émto ¢innostem. Hlavni diiraz je logicky kladen na
praci v seminafi. Diirazem na konkrétni znéni pravnich norem a srovnanim jejich vyklada se
zaci nauci vnimat dobovy kontext vzniku textl i jejich vykladd, aby v budoucnu veédéli, Ze pfi
studiu prava je nutné jit ke zdrojim, ziskat co nejvice odbornych materidli z rozlicnych
pramend.

Doporucéeny postup
Pti implementaci kurzu do vyuky je doporuc¢eno dostatecné naplanovat nasledujici body:

* kurz by mél nasledovat po probrani zakladl prava a nejdilezitéjSich pravnich norem
soucasného prava,

* prubéznou kontrolu porozuméni zadanym tkoltim a studijnim materialm,

* zadavani pfislusnych studijnich materiadld pted pfimou vyukou k prostudovani, aby
byla zajisténa zékladni orientace v dobovém kontextu pro rozbor textu a naslednou
diskusi (dulezita je podpora zakl v nachazeni novych souvislosti, utvaieni teorii, jejich
dokazovani, pficemz nebudou upiednostiiovana data teorii podporujici, i fakta mluvici
proti ni mohou vést k jejimu uptfesnéni, prohloubeni, zméng),

* pii pripraveé k vypracovani seminarni prace zvazit, které z tikold zpracovavat ve skole
(vzhledem k moZzné okamzité konzultaci) a které ponechat samostatné ptipravé mimo
Skolu (vyzaduje neruSenou praci),

* zapojovani zakl do diskusi (vnaseni novych thli pohledu, vyhleddvani nedostatki,
poskytovani piikladl, nacvik obhajovani vlastnich myslenek a vysledk Setfeni);

* pii hodnoceni semindrni prace dbat na originalitu feSeni a vlastni ptinos, provedeni
odborné diskuse, zplisob prezentace, vhodnost zdroji a korektnost jejich citaci,
formalni stranku prace,

* seznamit zaky se zptisobem hodnoceni prezentaci, seminarnich praci a jejich obhajob
pied jejich vypracovanim.
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Casovy harmonogram

Na studium v daném rozsahu se pfedpoklada doba 3 mésicti (podle casové dotace seminéie).
Kurz je mozné pouzit zaroven jako osnovu vyuky a doporucuje se jej vyuzivat v kazdé
hodin€. V takovém piipadé je vhodné dat jednotlivym kapitolam ¢asovy harmonogram.

Kurz mtize byt i doplitkkem hodin ZSV v druhém ro¢niku (v tom ptipadé lze pouzit spise jeho
testovaci a informacni slozky, popft. cviceni).

Predpokladané vstupni znalosti, dovednosti zaka, pozadavky kladené na
zaka, aby mohl kurz absolvovat

Uvedené pozadavky vychazeji jednak z dosazenych znalosti zdkladi prava, jednak
z uzivatelskych dovednosti, které jsou soucasti dosavadni vyuky informatiky a vypocetni
techniky ve Skole:

Year
Third - 4 school year, compulsory optional course (2nd year - basic rights)

Course Description

This course is designed for use in the social sciences seminar hours (or may supplement the
curriculum basics of law in everyday teaching). It does not aim to systematize legal history. It
is rather a particular insight into the history of European law. However, it is sorted
chronologically with some overlapping of individual chapters. The aim is rather a preparation
for professional work with historical sources of law. The course provides both support to
work in hours and the possibility of practising at home when preparing for school.
The Introduction informs about the basic idea of the course and conditions to the
(recommended) quarterly classification, which will be used as a supplement only to discussed
legal substance of the seminar.
In the first chapter, students opt for the legislation that they will pay more attention to in the
following term:
e study it,
* include in the right time context,
* seek, whether it was at different times variously interpreted,
e compare it with the current rules
* create a presentation in which seminarians will be made familiar with the results of
their previous work,
* elaborate seminar work, which will focus in detail on one aspect of his act - the
emphasis is on individuality of concept, the benefits of the work
* opponency to the work subsequently performed by another student of the seminar,
Finally, go through the procedure of defending their work against fellow seminarians;

* include the technical terms used in the text of the handled legal standards or necessary
to the specification in the dictionary in a reasonable range so that the vocabulary be
sufficient for the work of the opponent.

Furthermore, pupils may add proposals within the first chapter for improvement to the course
in order to make it more helpful to them in their work. This option is now provided in the
introductory chapter, so that pupils are aware of this possibility since the beginning of the
course and see it at any time when entering it.

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In the second chapter, students will repeat the knowledge of the great legal systems from the
second year and learn about the creation of dictionary entries, so that they can put into the
dictionary at least ten technical terms needed to work on dismantling their legislation.
The third and fourth chapters are devoted to ancient and medieval law and work with their
legal standards. The link between some of these chapters is the degree of influence of Roman
law.

The fifth chapter is a glimpse into the history of law in some European countries. These are
countries whose legal development influenced other countries as well, and is thus thought to
be the source of current legislation.

The following chapters are devoted to the chronological excursions to Czech constitutional
history. Again, the emphasis is on working with specific laws. Attention is paid to their effect
on the political situation of power efforts. The key issue is the constitutional
development. Students are to focus on the comparison of constitutions and the explanation of
the differences due to the period context. The last chapter is also dedicated to non-European
legal history.

The course focuses on individualisation and personal development. Skills gained in it will be
important for future students of not only law, but other humanities as well.

Educational goals

The course extends the fundamentals of political science curriculum, approaching them with
tasks and tests designed primarily for home preparation and exercises suitable for work in
class, while deepening the skills needed to work with specialized texts. It is particularly on:

* acquisition of knowledge in the field of politics beyond the normal high school
curriculum application of general knowledge to a specific region and determination of
its political and party system in the context of other countries (student will know),

» comparison of individual and political party systems and their processing into a term
paper, its presentation and advocacy under respecting the rules of professional work
(student will be able to),

* respecting the resources, work with them, their proper citations in the creation and
presentation of professional work, assessment of their suitability and appropriateness
to the required level of treatment (student will understand),

* the impact of temporal context on the wording of the legal act and its impact on the
social situation, historical comparisons with current legislation - powers to solve
problems (student will analyze),

» assessing the benefits of a peer’s essay form and its implementation using adversary
(opponent assessment process and the adversarial defense) - working skills (student
will decide),

* exercises leading to understanding advantages of cooperation over conflict in the
specific examples, the formation of a common position, suitability of formulation and
method of enforcement, the division of roles corresponding to individual pupils’
abilities, so that what was best for the success of the whole, mutual respect, acceptance
of criticism as helping to improve work ; behaviour, adding information to form an
opinion on the issue - civil and social competence (the ability of students to work in
team);

* student’s own evaluation of:

* the contribution of his or her chosen legal standard at both its presentation and
the defense of the essay,

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* his or her own contribution to the topic,

* the peer’s benefit,

* contribution of the course as a whole,

* and successive talk to the topics discussed (student will assess).

Teaching strategy

The course is an outline for teaching the subject and provides the missing curriculum in case
of pupils' absence during the seminar. At the same time it serves as support for home practice
of the curriculum. It serves tests, assignments and recommended reading (pages).The
exercises are in contrast intended as inspiration for teachers to supplement the practical
lessons.

The overall concept is the following: at the beginning of the course each pupil will select a
specific law act with which he or she will work throughout the course using information
obtained during seminar. The introductory seminar will be devoted to basic instructions to
study the selected standards, to the period context, the requirements for presentation and form
links. A sample analysis of legal norms will also be carried out.

The following seminars are based on the arrangement of individual chapters of the course.
Discussed curriculum is supplemented by presentations by students to their chosen legal
standard which falls within the period. Students can invite classmates to collaborate in the
presentation. After the presentation there will be discussion in the form of English Talk,
moderated by the presenting student. Then he or she will evaluate their own work and
performance. Classmates pick up positives, and then recommend possible improvements to
the presenter.

After passing topics, students hand in their seminar work to both the teacher and the
designated opponent. The latter then processes opponency.

The last two workshops are devoted to advocacy of seminar papers. Pupils are divided into
two groups. One defends and the other opposes. One student cannot both defend and oppose
on the same day.

Preparation in seminars is aimed at practising different ways of working with historical legal
standard. The course is just a means to support these activities. Major emphasis is logically
placed to work in the seminary. Emphasis on the specific wording of laws and their
interpretation by comparing makes the students learn to perceive the context of contemporary
texts and their interpretations. Thus they will know in the future that studying law requires
going to various resources in order to get the most professional materials.

Recommended procedure

In the implementation of a course of instruction it is recommended to adequately plan the
following points:
* the course should follow the basics of law and discuss the most important legislation
of the current law,
* ongoing monitoring of comprehension of tasks and study materials,

* ordering the study of materials prior to direct teaching in order to ensure a basic
orientation in the contemporary context for subsequent analysis and discussion of the
text,

e it is important to support students in finding new connections, creating theories and
their evidence, while not just data supporting the theory will be preferred, as facts
speaking against it can also lead to its specification, deepening, alteration,

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when preparing students for writing the seminar work to consider which of the tasks to
handle at school (due to possible immediate consultation), and which to keep separate
for training outside school (requires uninterrupted work)

involving students in discussions (bringing new perspectives, finding gaps, providing
examples, training ideas and defending their own survey results);

when evaluating the essay, the following aspects have to be taken into account:
» originality of solutions
* own benefit
* acting professional discussion,
* way of presenting,
* resource suitability and correctness of their citations
* formal aspect of the work

» familiarize students with the way of assessing presentations, seminar papers
and their defenses prior to writing

Timetable

The study in the range expects a time period of three months (depending on the time
allocation for seminars). The course can also be used as a teaching outline and is
recommended to be used in every lesson. In this case it is appropriate to give each chapter a
timetable.

The course may also complement civic education hours in the second year (in which case you
can rather make use of its informative and testing components, eventually exercises).

Expected input knowledge, skills, student-to-student demands in order

to complete the course

These requirements are based on knowledge obtained from both the foundations of sociology

knowledge of basics in political science, basic professional terms (in the range of ZSV
- law curriculum in the second year),

skill of placing bibliographic citations, correct references to the source, basic
orientation when searching for appropriate resources (here, it is recommended to
repeat the basic rules of searching at the beginning of the course through searching
deficiencies in specific scientific literature),

Ability to work on the Internet, user knowledge of Internet browsers, including
download, upload functions,

The skill to work in different operating systems (Windows, Linux - addressed in the
previous study),

Ability to work in an office software (rich-text editor, spreadsheet, presentation
software to produce, the ability to navigate through the office software formats),

Ability to work with Portable Document Format (PDF)
Work skills in graphic programs (free choice).

The course was created in the Moodle environment, its use requires:
